Though it's 
buildings are covered with 66 historical murals, traditional Toppenish is in the 
past. In 1940 there were no Hispanics. Today, Hispanics  comprise 80% of the 
population & 66% of Toppenish speaks Spanish at home. Toppenish suffers from 
both a decline of English language churches and very few Spanish speaking 
evangelicals. 
   Thirty-three percent of the citizens of Yakima County were born in Mexico. Most 
come from a part of Mexico referred to as "the Circle of Silence," because of the 
near complete absence of an evangelical witness. Most have never heard the gospel.  
   The Lord has established New Life Hispanic Ministries at an important juncture 
of Toppenish history. NLHM feels this is a most urgent opportunity to evangelize, 
disciple, and mobilize workers for God's harvest fields. Pray that the Lord would 
send workers into this field. Pray for a bi-lingual couple to lead this ministry! The 
church building (shown below), as well as housing, is available now at no cost in 
the heart of the City of Toppenish.
